Street Department

Brown Street Sinkhole

At approximately 4:00 p.m. on Friday, April ®4on-call Department personnel were contacted
by the Wauconda Police Department about an emesgnkghole located in the 500 block of
Brown Street. When crews got to the scene, afbeewide, five-foot deep hole was
discovered. Upon investigation, it was discovdhed a crack in a sewer line that had been
leaking for some time. As water passed througHitiee the water washed away the surrounding
soil leaving an open cavern under the street. ddlen change in outdoor temperatures had
caused the asphalt to soften and collapse withqapat from below. Due to the extreme depth
of the sewer main at this location (16 - 18 feet] the fact that our Department does not have
adequate shoring equipment to reach this deptbutaide contractor was contacted to make the
needed repair. Bartnick Construction was ablepair the pipeline by about 1:00 a.m. the next
morning. The road surface will be allowed to seftlr a short time and a patch for the road
surface will be scheduled to be included in theompiog road work.

Spring Preparation

During this period, Street Department personnéhsealled the park benches and summertime
banners along Main Street, and returned the peaesirossing signs to the roadways near the
Elementary and Middle schools. The Street sweepsrused to clean Route 176, streets in
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town, Main Street, and areas in the Larkdale subidin. Parkway restoration work was also
completed to address damage done by snowplowsghoot the Village during the winter.

Water Division
Well # 3 Maintenance
Well # 3 is equipped with a vertical turbine pumyhich means that the motor sits on top of the
well and turns a shaft connected to the pump dowide the well to pull the water up to the
surface. This pump is located 193 feet below th# mead. Through regular inspections, it
became clear that the shaft was becoming worregbaint where it goes through the packing
gland on top of the well casing sealing the watmwfaround the shaft as it rotates. Municipal
Well and Pump was contacted to service the unihew shaft was
installed and the packing gland was rebuilt. \itité well being off
line, additional maintenance was performed inclgdnepairing a
leaking air-relief valve, and a
small leak on the chlorine
booster pump water supply line,
tapping the water main in the
filer room, installing two
sample taps, and replacing the
finished flow meter head
assembly. We are in the
process of chlorination and
bacteriological sampling prior

Lead & Copper Tap Sampling

During this period the Water Department, continaeliecting samples for the lead and copper

tap sampling. So far, 47 out of 60 required coamae samples have been collected. Results

have been received for 8 of the samples. Thesabaetection for lead, but one exceeded the
copper action level. We are allowed 6 samples @¢btlte 60) to exceed the copper action level
and/or lead action level without triggering furtiEPA regulatory requirements.

Water Reclamation Division
Process and Maintenance
During this period, 72 hours was spent on annuaht@aance including:
o Cleaning secondary clarifier #1 with assistancenftbe Vactor crew;
o Changing oil and grease and conducting inspectioprimary clarifiers;
0 Replacing filters on the centrifugal blowers;
o Cleaning grit tank with Vactor, which removed agiamount of debris and grease,
0 Inspecting and replacing north air line.
5 hours was spent on weekly maintenance.
2.5 hours was spent on semi-annual maintenandading changing the seam wire on the
gravity belt thickener and pulling and inspectihg grit transfer pump.

Fall Protection Equipment

Fall protection equipment continues to be instadiethe treatment plant. During this period, six
bases were installed — 4 at the primary clarifiargl 2 by the grit tank.
