Public Works

Lake Michigan Water

On December 1, Village staff attended a meeting at the Lake @pirepartment of
Transportation office in Libertyville to review doments that will be required to be submitted
for the upcoming lllinois Department of Natural Resces (IDNR) Lake Michigan water pre-
hearings scheduled for mid-January. Staff has etk gather data required to produce these
documents, and to prepare written testimony whighb& submitted for review.

Arbor Day 2010

The attached letter was sent to local schools towage their participation in the 2010 Arbor
Day Poster Contest for fifth grade students. Reprtives from Robert Crown Elementary,
Transfiguration School and Wauconda Grade Schom# went additional information on the
2010 Contest rules, timelines and available priZdse Village and the Wauconda Chamber of
Commerce plan to host the Village Arbor Day Treke Sgain this spring.

Street Department

Snow Plowing

During this period, the snow removal crews werdedabut to clear local roadways for five snow
and ice events including an ice storm on DecemBat and a storm that dropped eleven and
half inches of snow the day after Christmas. $déhia December there have been eleven call
outs for snow removal. In 2006, there was only caleout during the month of December. In
2008, there were twenty two in the month.
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Water Department

Kent Avenue Water Main Repair

On December 17the Water Department received a call from a residting that water was
coming up out of the ground and flowing toward aghbor’s house. An immediate water main
shutdown was necessary to protect the involvedgstgp A crew identified and repaired a
circular stress crack in the water main. This d&r&aa history of excessive breaks, and it will be
included in the next phase of water main replaceéswhen funding becomes available.

Liberty Street Water Main Repair

On December 2§ during our largest snow storm this winter, it w@gessary to reassign
personnel from snow and ice removal to deal withagor water main repair. Crews shutdown
the water main on East Liberty St. (between Hamnaomdl 700 E. Liberty), excavated the water
line using the vactor truck, and replaced a leakiyice connection to the water main. This
break took approximately eleven hours to address tart to finish. During that same time
period, the Water Department was requested to perém emergency water service shutdown at
a residence on Bonner Road due to possible legkp®s in a vacant house.

Water Reclamation Department

High Flow Event

On December 24 and 25th, 1.36 inches of rainrfalié area. This, along with warmer temperatures
and melting snow, led to high flows at the treathpdent. Flow was diverted into the excess flow
tanks starting at 5:00 a.m. and lasting approxitpateslve hours. During this time the plants were
treating at their maximum rates. The excess flasirts were never filled, so no excess flow event
occurred.

Also during this period the following tasks werengeted:

Personnel collected industrial monitoring samplesfStack On, Wauconda Sand & Gravel, PMI
Sports and Synergy. This sampling is now done Rithlic Works staff in a coordinated effort with
the Environmental Quality Department.

On 12-10, staff completed toxicity testing and reptor the month of November 2009. This
reporting is required as part of the NPDES per@ipies were sent to the IEPA. To generate this
report, the toxicity of the final effluent must tessted. Fathead minnows and ceriodaphnia aredgplace
in the final effluent to see how many of each sesurvive 48 and 96 contact hours with the final
effluent. There are two more events scheduled@af. One will be in February and the other in
May.

On 12-10, copies of annual testing of the findleffit and five monitoring wells were sent to Lake
Barrington per the Intergovernmental Agreement.

On 12-10, primary effluent pump S2 was put back s&rvice. This pump has been outfitted with
new bearings, seals, and an impeller. Work wagptaied by Universal Technologies & Pumping
Solutions.

During this period, the floors in the control binig and the primary effluent building were cleaned,
prepped, stripped, and waxed.

Treatment plant personnel completed weekly safstudsions on PPE for eyes/vision; PPE for
ears/hearing; and safe work practices at night.

Two UV bulbs were replaced during this reportingque

Wauconda Sand and Gravel Landfill-NPL Site

Work continues on a proposed Village ordinancesieni
that is specific to sites identified on the USEPNational
Priority List. The draft ordinance is currentlyder
review by the Village attorney.

Circle Channel Spillway Grant Project
The snow fence placed along the
perimeter of the circle channel spillway
property (to protect the newly
constructed vegetated swale from
damage over the winter months) has
been cut and/or pulled down twice

during this period. Public Works crews
have repaired the fence both times and it
is currently standing. A permanent
fence cannot be installed until the

project is complete and the concrete
channel is removed. Other methods are
currently being considered to protect the
area from snowmobile traffic and other potenti@lgmaging activities should the vandalism
continue.

Industrial Pretreatment Program

Director Soccorso met with two Public Works staémbers to conduct preliminary training in
the Fats, Oils and Grease (FOG) program. Upcommtdjtraining is scheduled. Wastewater
sampling locations serving residential and comna¢anieas of the Village have been identified.
Samples will be collected from these locations tigiwut 2010 as part of the local limits study.
Work has begun on the preparation of the annuélganent program report that is due to
lllinois EPA on January 31, 2009.

Lake Level

During this reporting period, the water level oé tlake has increased from +2.5 inches to +5.5
inches. Ideally at this time of year, the wateeldn the lake should be at or below zero. This
allows the lake to accommodate spring snow meltraimdall, thus reducing the likelihood of
flooding. The lake will continue to be monitorddsely to ensure the outlet remains unblocked
and water continues to exit freely.

SWALCO Update

SWALCO is in the process of finalizing a contradgthna new vendor to collect electronics as
part of the electronics recycling program. Dire@occorso met with a vendor representative
and a SWALCO representative to discuss the Villagentinued participation in this program.
Service should continue uninterrupted.

Electronic Products Recycling & Reuse Act
The lllinois Electronic Products Recycling & Reuse that was signed into law in 2008 takes
effect January 1, 2010. Beginning on this datgtebnics manufacturers are required to register
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with lllinois EPA and collect a pre-determined tage of electronics for recycling. As of
January 1, 2012, televisions, computers, pringard,computer monitors will be banned from
disposal in landfills.

Slocum Drainage Advisory Committee

Director Soccorso serves on this committee anceseas Secretary. The committee held its
third meeting on December 26, 2009. The purposkisicommittee is to provide
recommendations to the Slocum Lake Drainage Distiih regards to Slocum Lake drainage
ditch improvements. Also on this committee are Bavery, Village Engineer; Mike Warner,
Lake County SMC; Donald Krebs, Slocum Lake DrainBggtrict; and Stevenson Mountsier,
Lake County Board.
