Building and Zoning

During this period, the Building & Zoning Departmessued twenty three building permits for
total revenue of approximately $6,000 and procefisedReal Estate Transfer applications
adding $375 in revenue.

Dairy Queen-Coming Soon

For the past eight weeks, the Building Departmast h
been working closely with a Developer interested in
constructing a Dairy Queen at the intersection afriv
Street and Route 176. During this period, thediog
permit for construction of the facility was grantedbe
Schwarz and Bob Devery were instrumental in getting
this building permit issued by working with tharilbis
Department of Transportation and expediting thalloc
review process.

Updated Real Estate Transfers Inspection Forms

From December 1 through December 10, Building logpe performed 11 Real Estate Transfer
inspections. These inspections require approximaiee-hour to complete. During the
inspection, a 4-page checklist of items is revieaed measurements are taken of bedrooms to
calculate the maximum number of occupants permiited inspection form was recently
updated and researched for correct code refergvedave found that the new forms are easier
for both inspector and owner to utilize.
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New Construction Worksheets Developed

Deb Ogorzaly has created new Excel worksheetsaloutating new construction Building
Permit Fees, Public Works Utility Fees, and Imgasts. The Village Hall Accounting
Department gave input when creating the forms smencompatibility and ease of coding for
data entry. The new forms eliminate errors in addiaind reduce the possibility of omissions.
Local developer Town and Country Homes thankedughe new format which they felt
clarified charges and showed calculations in gredgail.

New Procedures for Electrical and Plumbing Inspecbns

The electrical and plumbing inspection processilagity Lakes was reviewed and a new
procedure has been put in place. Each new homé&esdhree inspections (underground, rough
and final). Past procedure utilized our buildinggactors for all final inspections. Going
forward, all final inspections will be performed byr contracted licensed electrician and
plumber. The developer was informed of the new gudace and had no objection to the added
fees that will be passed on to each new permitied |

Zoning

During this period, Rolf Campbell and Associate€fR) personnel worked with Village staff

on approximately ten projects including basemesttseds, tents, decks, retaining walls, and a fire
sprinkler system for Fidelitone. They continue agdfisg on various zoning questions as well as
responding to phone calls from Village Zoning Boafd\ppeals members with general planning
and zoning questions. Current inquiries have priignbeen related to Village sign regulations
and miscellaneous zoning issues. RCCA also attetideDecember2 ZBA/PC meeting.

December 2¢ Zoning Board of Appeals Meeting

RCCA attended the Dec™ZBA/PC Public Hearing to discuss the requestedniezy of two
properties. 225 S. Maple Avenue is requestingzamag from R-4 to GB for a proposed
insurance office. RCCA staff presented a Reviewndendum and addressed questions from
the ZBA/PC and the Applicants representatives@afthblic Hearing. The owners of the
property at 26591 Highway 12, Lake County Waterr&pbLC, have requested zoning to GB
(upon annexation) with a Special Use Permit fooatlbusiness. RCCA staff presented a
Review Memorandum and addressed questions froiiBA¢PC and the Applicants
representatives at the Public Hearing.

Public Works

Street Department

Snow Plowing

During this period, the snow removal crews were

called out to clear local roadways for several

snow and ice events. Crews hit the road for the

first time this winter during the first week of

December, spraying the pavement with brine in

anticipation of an approaching snow storm.

Because the roads had been preventatively

treated, the Village’s first snowfall of the season

on Decemberbrought few problems for local

motorists. Crews were called out twice on

December 8 when the area received approximately 5 inchesofisand again the next day
when plummeting temperatures made the roadwayandyslick. The Street Department
remains committed to lower road salt usage to fa&/illage money and protect our lake and
wetlands.
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Training

Two Street Department personnel attended a workbkiidpuekert-Mielke to receive training on
asphalt pavement preservation. Discussions wededneasphalt deterioration and the financial
and environmental benefits of proactive preserwatioformation was presented on several
preservation techniques such as fog sealing, @aling), slurry sealing, crack filling and various
overlay techniques. We have already begun incatpmy some of the new techniques into our
road program so that our roads can be preserveaksflung as possible.

Arborist Activity

Tree Trimming

During this period, the Village Arborist and a cref additional personnel trimmed trees along
the Gossell Road (from Fairfield Road to Libertykea Blvd.). This pruning is done to allow for
proper clearance along the roadways and to remoyeiaeased or dying trees.

Vactor Operations
During this period, the vactor truck was used &anl 12,333 feet of sanitary sewer line
throughout the Village.

Water Department

Lead and Copper Tap Sampling Update

We have received confirmation from the IEPA thaythave received all sample results and
they confirm that the public water supply has pdgheés round of sampling. In addition, they
have advised us that since we have demonstratedssiwith triennial monitoring in the past,
we will be allowed to return to that schedule. Efere, the IEPA will not require us to sample
for lead and copper tap water compliance again 2afi2.

Training

Two Water Department personnel attended a workblgdpe Environmental Resources
Training Center to receive training on material@®@d in the Class B water supply operator
exam. It is their intention to take the exam ie tiear future. A Class B license is the type
required to supervise the operation of our watppby covering water distribution, storage, and
chemical feed as well as specific processes thatseesuch as: iron filtration and ion-exchange
softening. Subsequent to the class, the foremlthahdepartmental meeting at our Liberty
Lakes Water Plant for the purpose of reviewing ficatapplications on much of the theory
covered in the class.

Control Room Repair

On December 8, we began replacing the roof of tmérol room at the base of Tower 2. This
room contains the transducer and SCADA systemrézats the water level in the tower and
must be heated. The original roof of the room waslenof drywall, but through the years it has
warped and was caving in due to humidity in theeobase. The drywall is being replaced with
a wood product.

Water Reclamation Department

Sand Filter Maintenance

On November 28 the new sand filter was taken out of service faintenance. Reclamation
staff worked to super-chlorinate and backwash ittex .f Chlorinating helps keep the filter clean
and improves efficiency. The Filter was back irvi on November 30

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On 12-1, calibrate oxygen sensor in screening robRretreatment Building. Sensor
had drifted out of range and was in alarm. Undkoa service.

On 12-1, construct housing units over primary &kariong collectors. This is to help
prevent the drive chains from freezing in the wimenths.

On 12-1, check skimmer pump on old sandfilter B2mp kept going into an overload.
The pump had been replaced after the control pavexis replaced in 2008. An amp
draw was tested and the pump overload settings eeneged. Pump back in service.
On 12-2, review and update all preventative maemer sheets and work orders.

On 12-2, replace thermostats in old sand filtetdaug for two heaters.

On 12-3, pull pump P102. Pump was not operatioggny. Removed rags and debris
from impeller and reinstall. Pump now functioncgyrectly.

On 12-8, install sampling units at significant isthial users within the Village.
Samplers were installed at PMI Sports, Synergy,&tadk On. Samples will be
collected and submitted for testing.

Weekly training sessions were completed on the @urSrder Agreement and
Intergovernmental Agreement with Lake Barrington.

Weekly safety sessions were completed on wintgygyegions and proper use of PPE.

Circle Channel Spillway Grant Project

A snow fence was installed along the perimetehefgroperty to protect the newly constructed
vegetated swale from damage over the winter morlext year, after the plants become
established, the concrete spillway will be remogeb8uried and stormwater will be diverted to
the swale. When this project is complete, storrewtitat moves through the swale will be
naturally “cleaned” prior to being discharged te tircle Channel. A primary goal of this
project is to see a reduction in the amount ofdsadintering the channel. This project was
funded, in part, though a grant awarded by the |Gd#enty Stormwater Management
Commission.

Stream Sampling

The Village’s NPDES permit requires the Villagep@rticipate with IEPA in a five-year stream
study of Fiddle Creek. The Environmental Qualitgpgartment is responsible for collecting
samples from six different locations twice per nodtiring the months of April through
October. In October, Public Works Department staéimbers were assigned this task. Year 4
of the study is now complete.

Industrial Pretreatment Program

As a result of the Village’s reorganization, sometggatment program tasks were re-assigned to
Public Works Department staff members. These decjpermitted significant industrial user
annual wastewater sampling, quarterly industrialezavastewater sampling, monthly grease
interceptor/grease trap inspections, and monttdgllbmits wastewater sampling. The Director
of Environmental Quality is still responsible foegting these requirements and retains overall
responsibility for the program. The annual wastewsamples were collected earlier this week
by Public Works Department staff members.

Lake Level

During the reporting period, the water level of thiee has dropped from +4.0 inches to +2.5
inches. Ideally at this time of year, the wateeldan the lake should be at or below zero. This
allows the lake to accommodate spring snow meltramdall, thus reducing the likelihood of
flooding in the spring.

SWALCO Update

In the 3% quarter of 2009, 248.50 tons of recyclable malerigere collected through curbside
waste collection. Market values for recyclablestouie to be down from the past years’ record
highs, but are now finally on the upswing. As sutble Village will be receiving a®3quarter
recycling payment in the amount of $621.45 throtlghSWALCO Per Ton Payment Program.
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SWALCO has received formal notice from IEPA thawill no longer receive State funding for
its mobile household chemical waste collection évand Partners for Paint Program. As such,
the future of these programs is unknown at thigtim

SWALCO has instituted a plastic bag and film remyglprogram in Lake County pursuant to the
Plastic Bag Recycling Act. Items accepted inclddecleaning bags, bread bags, furniture and
electronic wrap, plastic retail bags, produce bagsd, cereal box liners. The Wauconda
Walgreens and Jewel-Osco are local drop-off cerderthese items.
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
