Public Works

Marathon Snowfighting Session

On February 8 and 9", the Wauconda area received
approximately 11 inches of snow — necessitatirtgréythour
call out period to clear local roadways. During tBvent, we
experienced many challenges. Because of the loagstand
extreme conditions, it can be difficult to keep plow
equipment operating properly. During this stormthbof our
wing trucks and a pickup were forced out of servii
mechanical issues. One wing truck needed replatepaets
on the fuel system. The other wing truck began e&peing problems and was towed to the
International dealer for repairs. At this poiiig exact problem with the second wing truck is
unclear, but it appears that the repair will beazed under our extended warranty package. The
pickup will need replacement ball joints and a sold. This pick up is a critical piece of
equipment during storms. We use it to properhaictbe over 100 cul-de-sacs in the Village.
During the height of the storm, some of our crevesendiverted from plowing to assist the

Police Department with closing roadways and condgmiff an area surrounding police activity.
This included blocking off the ramps of northbolRaoute 12 at Route 176. This traffic re-
routing caused additional rush hour traffic congesimaking snow removal even more
demanding.

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Service Valve Replacement

On January 27, the water service at 110 W. Chuashexcavated at the B-box and the service
valve was replaced. This replacement was necebsaguse we were previously unable to shut
off the service to this vacant house.

Scheduled Maintenance

During this reporting period, we were able to perfeeveral scheduled maintenance tasks
including a quarterly review of the Well 4 Softemegeneration operations, a quarterly review of
the Well 3 iron filter backwash operation, the ygahange-out of a chlorine ejector unit at Well
6, and a monthly flushing of dead end water mains.

Water Reclamation Department

Reporting requirements

During this period, staff completed both the anrtistal Report, and the Industrial Report for 2009.
Both reports were mailed to the IEPA to meet tiggirements of our NPDES Permit. Staff also
completed the USEPA 503 Sludge Report and subniiittedhe USEPA.

Sampling

During this period, various required sampling wasipleted. On February'4samples were
collected on the raw effluent, final effluent, atddge for industrial local limits study. That sam
day, additional samples were collected on the gldidgSpecial Condition #4 & #6 of our sludge
permit. On February" staff collected samples on the final effluenttodcity testing. This
completes Special Condition #12.

The following tasks were completed during this répg period:

-On 2-3, Berryman Equipment finished repairing srstialling motor on Hoffman Blower #1.
Repairs included new bearings, repair to the rated, new windings on the motor.

-On 2-8, complete daily landfill inspection.

-On 2-8, Dahme mechanical replace sight glass atispepiping on line off sludge piston pump #2.
-A total of two UV lamps were replaced during rejy period.

-Weekly safety meetings were conducted on calcilioride MSDS and on slips, trips, and falls.

Wauconda Sand and Gravel Landfill-NPL Site

Work continues on a proposed Village ordinancesiewithat is

specific to sites identified on USEPA’s Nationaidfities List

(NPL). In addition, the landfill SCADA system iging

evaluated in order to ensure that proper daily fiane being

recorded. Once this is verified, the Village witl longer need
to conduct the thrice weekly site visits that averently being completed.

At the Feb 4 Public Works/Building and Zoning Corttee Meeting, Director Soccorso briefed
those in attendance on the history of the landfilll current challenges with regards to its
operation and wastewater discharge.

Clark Oil - L.U.S.T Site

Director Soccorso periodically monitors the progresthe remediation activities in regards to
the leaking underground storage tank (L.U.S.Te) leitated at the Clark Oil at the corner of
Bangs St. and Rte. 176. Although the tank was vexsh@n the 1980’s, the site has not yet met
lllinois EPA’s requirements for clean-up. The sitmsultant has submitted a Public Works
permit application for additional soil borings tamtor for groundwater contamination. The
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application was reviewed and the consultant wiltdleng these borings along Osage St. and
Bangs St. In addition, Director Soccorso has beerking closely with the site consultant on an
application for a wastewater discharge permit. Jitkeconsultant is seeking Village approval
for the installation of a pretreatment system desiijto treat the groundwater contamination and
then discharge it to the Village’s sanitary sewalection system. Lastly, Director Soccorso met
with the Wauconda Park District, to discuss the sttnsultant’s plans to add additional
groundwater monitoring wells on Park District prdge

Industrial Pretreatment Annual Report Complete

The Village is required to prepare and submit ap@inensive report to lllinois EPA on an
annual basis. This report summarizes the actsvéred impacts of the Village’s industrial
pretreatment program. It includes a summary ofi s@gnificant industrial user, significant non-
compliance calculations, wastewater sampling hysteastewater sample results, program
budget information, and any significant changesertadhe program since the date of the last
report. It also includes the results of the santpthat is required in Special Condition #8 of the
NPDES permit. The report was submitted on JanR@ry®010. lllinois EPA reviewed the
report and followed-up with Director Soccorso. tiis time, Illinois EPA is satisfied with the
report.

Proposed Screen Printing Business

Director Soccorso met with Joe Schwarz, Buildingrdassioner, and an individual interested in
opening a screen printing business in Wauconda pbiiential impact to the Village’s sanitary
sewer system of the wastewater generated in tees@rinting process was discussed. The
individual will need to submit additional informati to the Village to continue the review
process.

FOG Inspections

During the reporting period, 21 grease intercepgoesse traps were inspected. These
inspections help to ensure that food service tagsliare not discharging excess amounts of
grease to the sanitary sewer collection systentegscgrease can cause blockages in the
collection system, possibly resulting in sanitaewsr overflows (SSOs). If the Village
experiences an SSO, it must report it to the liErOPA and may incur enforcement actions up to
and including fines.

Lake Level

During the reporting period, the lake level dropfrean +3.5 inches to +2.75 inches. Ideally,
the water level in the lake should be at or belewnz This allows the lake to accommodate
spring snow melt and rainfall, thus reducing tlkelihood of flooding. The lake will continue to
be monitored closely to ensure the outlet remanmsacked and water exits freely.

SWALCO Update

As a member of SWALCO, the Village is eligible txeive quarterly payments based upon the
number of tons of recyclables collected througtbsiate collection and the current market value
for recyclable commodities. The Village will regeia 4" quarter payment in the amount of
$1,357.45 for the 271.49 tons of recyclable coldauring that quarter.
