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Public Works Administrative Report for July 1 through July 15"

Street Department

Lift Station #5
Restoration work was completed at Lift Station &#&ated at Lakeshore Drive and Oakdale Avenue.

A new retaining wall was installed and new landstgyand signage was added. The ‘before’ and
‘after’ picture below show the transformation at gite. The project was well received by the
neighboring residents, as the crew received mamptiments as work was being performed.

Traffic Sign Replacement
Traffic signs throughout the Country Ridge Subdamswere removed and reinstalled to meet

current sign height and placement requirementsafaie from the intersection). Recently, street
signs in this neighborhood have become frequegetarfor graffiti. By raising the signs, and
working with the Police Department to more freqlyepatrol the neighborhood, we expect to see a
decrease in this type of damage. Signs on Old tRpMviay, Farmhill Circle, Indian Ridge Trail,
George Street, and Pine Street were all addressed.
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Storm Structure Repair

During this reporting period, several
collapsing storm sewer structures were
repaired in the Larkdale Subdivision.
Crumbling storm drains were replaced on
Surf Terrace, Clover Road, and Larkdale
Row. These photos illustrate the structures
before and after the repair.

Tree Trimming/Arborist Activity

Significant tree trimming continued along
Garland Road during this reporting period to
allow motorists better visibility and for proper
snow plow clearance. In addition, tree
trimming was performed at Well Houses #3, #4,
and #5.

Vactor Operations

During this period, over 24,000 feet of sanitaryeeline in the Village was cleaned using the
Vactor truck. In addition, lift station #1 was ateed during regular maintenance. Several storm
sewer structures in the Larkdale subdivision wésared prior to their repair. Additional storm
lines located throughout town were cleared of detarihelp minimize flooding. The truck was
also used to hydro-excavate a water line to checlebks and was used in the hydrant repair at
Garland Road and Main Street.

Water Department

Hydrant Repair

Water Department personnel replaced the hydraatddcat Garland Road and Main Street (in
Cook Park). The hydrant was damaged after beinigyle car. The motorist lost control of his car,
left the roadway and hit the hydrant. CommonwegHtison assisted with the repair since a utility
pole was located very near the hydrant. The pale bvaced by a Comm Ed crane truck so that
power would not be disrupted if the pole becamealis during the excavation.

Water Break

On July 29 the Water Department responded to a call regamipgssible water break at the AT&T
building on Liberty Street (Route 176). Water Deypeent personnel responded to the scene, and
with the help of a leak detection service, weredbldetermine that the leak was on the private
property side of the curb stop and therefore woideld to be repaired by the property owner. The
property owner asked the Water Department to steutvater off to the property so that a contractor
could fix the pipe. When Department personnehagtied to close the valve, the old, corroded
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valve broke and required replacement. The vactw evas called to assist with the excavation.
The replacement was made and the water line wasgulitin service.

Fire Hydrant Testing/Meter Conversions

Due to the additional staff hours now available thuthe discontinuation of the residential seaweed
pickup program, the Department has continued tg$iie hydrants throughout the Village. So far
this season, we have been able to test 62 hydrahitso during this period, the water meters at 108
homes in Harmony Village were converted to theaadad system. During this conversion, Water
Department staff made a quick addition to the detsvater meter readers. This change will allow
for much more efficient reading of meters in theghborhood. There are approximately 40 meters
left to be converted in the park. When new hara@wsireceived, it will be installed and all homes
in Harmony Village will be on the new system.

noticed two o-rings were missing. Third o-ring vdasnaged. New parts were ordered.

On 7-9, installed three new lighting fixtures oit guilding.

On 7-10, jet rod eight inch sewer line for old glacstorage tank with help of Vactor Crew.

On 7-10, grease forty-eight manual and electrite&iuice gates.

On 7-10, replace lights on south wet well of priynaump building and entrance to control

building.

On 7-13, replace three o-rings on non-potable pgddant by Digester #2. Hydrant was
