Street Department

Street Lighting

Street Department Crews were able to

borrow equipment from a neighboring

community’s Public Works Department to help lodhie breaks in the street lighting electrical
system along Henri Drive. Two ground faults weiscdvered. The lights in this area have been
out for over a year and original estimates fronalaectrical companies were estimated at
$16,000. After the breaks were located, our crexesivated the area and were able to make
repairs to the line. Power has been restoredettights and they are now operational. While the
equipment was available to us, it was used to éotta breaks on Karl Court as well. These
areas were noted and crews will excavate these ar¢he near future to assess this area and
what repairs will be needed. Another long-standamgblem street light' on Osage Street near
the Middle School was repaired during this period s now back on.
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Arborist Activity

The Arborist removed four large dead or
diseased trees from the right of way within the
Village during this reporting period. In
addition, pruning was performed on thirty trees
in various subdivisions to allow for proper
street and sidewalk clearance.

Lift Station Maintenance

Collections Department Staff began
winterizing all lift stations within the Village.
During this process, generators are checked,
serviced and antifreeze is added when
necessary.

Snow Plow Fleet

A representative from Monroe Trucking paid a notaasit to the Department to assist in
calibrating the salt spreaders and brine applisatoih the computerized systems in the trucks.
This step allows us to most accurately track ssdfge and continue our salt conservation efforts
in an effort to control costs and minimize envire@mtal impact.

Vac Truck
During this period, the vactor was used to clead@Bfeet of sanitary sewer line throughout the
Village.

Water Department
Macintosh Drive Repair

On October 7, the Water Department was called to repair a wagin leak on Macintosh

Drive. This repair comes just13 days after therdegair on this line. This break was repaired
within an hour of turning the water off, but as lbegan flushing to clean up the water main, a
second break occurred approximately three feet dmoay the first repair of the day. This break
was also repaired and water service was restoraat &#00 p.m. About an hour later, while two
personnel were still onsite doing follow up workhad break suddenly surfaced at a large flow
rate. The full crew was called back, the thirdaiepvas completed and water service was again
restored shortly after midnight. The third breakswmmediately adjacent to a break that was
repaired in 2005 and about seventy feet away frarother two breaks of the day. Itis
suspected that this twenty year old line is detatiog more quickly than normal because of
corrosive ground around the pipe. All three breakse typical holes caused by corrosion. An
emergency water line replacement is being planaethé near future so that work can be
completed before cold winter weather sets in. Apl@atory excavation will be conducted on
October 28 to determine the extent of the pipe replacemattwfill be needed. Once the scope
of the project is understood, Devery Engineeringuthorized to move forward with the
emergency pipe replacement.

Hydrant Maintenance

During this reporting period, two fire hydrants weepaired. One, in the mid block of North
Avenue, was discovered to have been hit by a Aanther, on Callahan Road, could not be shut
down following water main flushing.

UPS Maintenance

The Water System has seventeen uninterruptible pswaplies that serve as backup power for
supervisory and control systems at our five walants, four water storage tanks, two flow
control facilities, and central office. Some secviéical process functions in the event of a
power outage. Our SCADA vendor recommends bateplacement every three years. During
this period, a critical UPS at the Liberty LakearRlwas replaced, a survey was taken of our
UPS equipment, and a written battery replacemdredide was put into place.

Water Main Flushing

Bi-annual water main flushing which began on Sejen28th was completed on Octob&ig
our low zone. One hundred and ninety nine hydraet® flushed, one at a time, in order to
create the velocity needed to purge sediment flemwiater mains serving each street.

IEPA Inspection

On September 30th, the water reclamation faciky its annual lllinois Environmental Protection
Agency inspection (IEPA). A representative frora lBPA visited the site, checked operations and
reviewed records.

Pump Pull

On October 1st, the crews pulled pump P101 wittcthaee truck. This pump had a large amount of
debris and rags in the impeller and was not pumgiiriige correct capacity. Rags were removed and
the pump was put back into service. Noticeableos@mn was noted on the main wire cable. Quotes
are being solicited for this repair.

On October 2nd, personnel cleaned out the dry webtihstation with the assistance of the
Vactor Truck crew. During this process, the flpptamps, and water level transducer were
pulled. Rags and debris were removed and th&tdifion was put back in service.

During this period there were two off hour call®due to power outages at the treatment
plant facility.
