Public Works Administrative Report for October 15th through October 28th   
 

Census Meeting  
A meeting was held on October 15th with a representative from the U.S. 
Census Bureau, neighboring municipalities and members of the Village’s 
Complete Count Committee to discuss the latest information on the 
upcoming 2010 U.S. Census.  The Village continues to work closely with 
local organizations to publicize the importance of returning the census 
questionnaires.  Information about the Census will be included in 
newsletters, on websites and at planned community activities as the April 
1st Census Day approaches. 

 
Street Department 
 
Arborist Activity 
During this period, the Arborist 
performed pruning on forty one trees 
in the downtown area (Brown Street, 
Church Street, Hubbard’s Woods 
area) to allow for proper street and 
sidewalk clearance.   
 
Lift Station Maintenance 
Collections Department Staff 
serviced seventeen of the eighteen 
sanitary sewer lift stations within the 
Village.  During this process, all 
floats and transducers were 
maintained and checked.  Individual 
alarms system components were also 
checked for proper operation.   
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Asphalt Patching/Roadside Gravel 
Asphalt patching was performed on Northshore Drive, Larkdale Row, Grand Blvd. and in the 
Community Activity Center parking area.  Six tons of asphalt was used to complete this 
roadwork.  
Roadside gravel was added along Callahan Road, Grand Boulevard and various other streets 
within the Village.  The addition of gravel to the shoulder allows for motorist safety (preventing 
a significant grade change if the driver leaves the road surface) and supports the edge of the 
roadway which helps keep the pavement from cracking.   
 
Vac Truck 
During this period, in addition to cleaning the seventeen lift stations, the vactor was used to clean 
3,973 feet of sanitary sewer line throughout the Village.   
 
Water Department 
Macintosh Drive Water Line Replacement  
Elmwood Construction, under the supervision of Devery Engineering, drilled five test holes 
along the Macintosh Drive water main to assess the condition of the underground piping.  The 
crews were able to assess how much line would require replacement, and formulated a plan to 
begin the project immediately.  The project will encompass the replacement of approximately 
500 feet of water main, three fire hydrants and the associated service lines.  The project will run 
approximately $80,000.   
 
Lead and Copper Tap Sampling  
On October 19th, the Water Department began contacting homeowners to collect samples for the 
second  round of our lead and copper tap samples.  Sixty compliance samples are required from 
IEPA approved sites meeting specific regulatory requirements.  Collecting these samples 
requires identifying homeowners who will actively participate by collecting a one-liter sample 
from a kitchen or bathroom faucet without a softener or filter and after the water has been sitting 
without any use for at least 6 hours.  As of October 27th, 31 samples have been collected. 
 
Lead Service Line Removal  
IEPA regulations required the Village to begin removing lead service lines at a rate of 7 percent 
per year from our inventory of 200 lead services.  Since this inventory was taken in the year 
2000, the Village has removed several lead services as part of the Main Street renovation, and 
other services have been removed due to home demolition.  We were able to use this subtraction 
from our inventory to meet the requirements to remove 14 lead services by September 30, 2009.  
Once we have passed two consecutive rounds of lead and copper tap sampling, the requirement 
to remove lead service lines will stop.  We passed the last round ending June 30th, 2009 and are 
now working on passing a second consecutive round. 
 
Water Reclamation Department  
Sludge Pressing and Removal 
Sludge pressing and hauling was resumed by Synagro at the water reclamation facility.  As a 
reminder, 576,300 gallons of sludge was pressed and removed during September.  During this 
reporting period, the remaining 360,000 gallons was pressed and removed.  The project is now 
complete.  The final cost of this project is expected to be under $60,000.  The budget for this item 
was estimated at $98,000 last December.   
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Also during this period: 
·  On 10-14, waste water treatment personnel performed stream sampling of Fiddle Creek as 

part of Special Condition #17 of our NPDES permit. 
·  The screener room floor was painted and the stairwells in the pretreatment building were 

finished with two part epoxy paint.  Newly painted rooms in the pre-treatment building were 
seal coated.   

·  On 10-26, the methane sensor in the screening room of pretreatment building was replaced.   
·  On 10-26, Endress & Hauser completed the annual calibration of flow meter for the pinch 

valve. 
·  Training was completed on fall protection procedures and equipment.  Training was 

completed by SafedayEquipment.  Training was also completed on prevention of the flu.  
·  From 10-14 through 10-27, the crews completed work on semi-annual preventative 

maintenance.  This work includes: maintenance on activated sludge pumps ; calibrating the 
gas sensors in the pretreatment building; changing the oil in biotowers on top bearing and 
close ventilation ducts; changing the drive reducers for old and new sandfilter units; 
calibrating the sludge density meter for pumping primary sludge; greasing old odor control 
unit motor and   completing maintenance on the Gravity Belt Thickener.   

·  All HVAC units were prepared for winter.
