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Street Division

Arborist Activity

With the recent warmer weather, Public Works crews
were able to remove two large, rotted Box Eldezdre
A thirty five foot tree on Adams Street was remqgved
as was a fifty foot tree located along Lake Shore
Blvd.

Street Department personnel used over two tons of
cold patch to fill potholes in areas throughoutow
Garland Road, Lakeshore Boulevard, Slocum Lake %
Road and roads in the Industrial Parks were all -
addressed.

Water Division

Main Valve Locations

The ongoing leak detection survey is nearing
completion. The contractor uses our water main
valves as listening points for their detection
equipment. They recently provided us with a lis1@ inaccessible valves. This is due to the
duration of time since many of these valves wesedacessed and debris accumulating in the
valve boxes. In order to allow the contractoritish the project quickly, the water division has
assigned a two-man crew to locating and cleaniagaéimain valve boxes. They have worked on
this project for approximately six days and haverbable to provide access to 93 valves during
that time.

Water Service Repair

On March ', the water division excavated and repaired a skeali on the street side of the
water service valve at 423 Foster Road. This Ieakyet surfacing, was pinpointed by our leak
detection surveyor.

Water Reclamation Division

Environmental Quality Testing/Sampling

Samplers were set up at four industrial locationdarch 2° and were collected on Marcf.3
Samples were also gathered on Mar€asd &' at four residential areas of town (in the newer an
more established areas of town), and three comahécations. Samples were collected on the raw
effluent, final effluent, and sludge at the watmiamation facility. All samples were collected to
establish local limits for industries within thelldge.

-On 2-24, replace locking mechanism on Digestetgtant scope.

-On 3-2, clean and flush pressure relief valveeond chloride pump #2 for the Biotower plant.

-On 3-2, passed toxicity testing for NPDES perriitiis meets Special Condition #12 requirement
of permit.

-On 3-5, complete daily readings and inspectidraatfill site.

-Replaced two UV lamps during reporting period.
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-Troubleshoot primary effluent pump S2 during réipgrperiod. Pump keeps overloading fuse that
runs the control wiring in the pump. There is waaicontrol wiring of pump that needs
replacement.

-Continue to catalog and organize spare fusestgiraad relays for facility equipment.

Director Soccorso continues to monitor the landhiltegards to elevated flow and pollutant
limitations. In addition, she is currently workimgth the site consultant regarding evaluation of
the pumps. Work continues on the draft NPL ordoeanDirector Soccorso is working with Bob
Devery to identify specific pollutant limitationdVork also continues on the landfill SCADA
system evaluation in order to ensure that propiy laws are being recorded. Once this is
verified, the Village will no longer need to conddtlee thrice weekly site visits that are currently
being completed.

Clark Oil Leaking Underground Storage Tanks (L.U.ST) Site

The site consultant will be conducting additionail gesting around the site on Rte. 176 to
determine existing levels of contamination as pathe remediation process. lllinois EPA is the
enforcement agency responsible for L.U.S.T siteediation. Director Soccorso continues to
monitor the progress at the site.

Industrial Pretreatment-Continued Compliance Reports

Continued compliance reports were prepared for ehtine four significant industrial users
within the Village. These reports include facilibformation, wastewater discharge flow
amounts, and wastewater discharge characteriskiesse reports, required by Village
ordinance, are mailed to each facility. Each pgréint must then provide additional
information, sign a certification statement, aniine them to the Village. As of March 9, the
Village has received only one of the four. Follagwill be conducted to ensure that each of
these continued compliance reports are received.

Fats, Oils and Grease (FOG) Inspections

During the reporting period, 14 grease intercepgoesse traps were inspected. These
inspections help to ensure that food service tasliare not discharging excess amounts of
grease to the sanitary sewer collection systente&xgrease can cause blockages in the
collection system, possibly resulting in sanitaewsr overflows (SSOs). If the Village
experiences an SSO, it must report it to the liErBPA and may incur enforcement actions up to
and including fines.

Lake Level
During the reporting period, the water level of thke dropped
from +2.75 inches to +2.00 inches and then roses twurrent
level of +2.50 inches. Warming temperatures, mgltinowfall
and rainfall (during this period - 0.06 inches) @aombined to
cause the lake level to rise. Ideally at this twhgear, the water
level should be at or below zero. This allowsltie to
accommodate more spring snow melt and rainfalk tieducing
the likelihood of flooding. The lake will continue be
monitored closely to ensure the outlet remainsackadd and water exits freely.
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
