Public Works

Street Division

Macintosh Drive Restoration Project

During the late fall/early winter the water maimthuns along Macintosh Drive was replaced
due to significant deterioration. This necessapjget represented an unplanned expense for the
Department of approximately $80,000. In orderdotain costs as much as possible, restoration
of the site was to be performed by our Departm#\tith the arrival of warmer weather, and the
passage of time to allow for the ground to se8teget Division crews began landscape work to
restore the area. During this period, one hundretithirty man hours were spent leveling the
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area, hauling fill, spreading 150 yards of topsseleding, fertilizing and installing erosion
control at the site. We estimate that we savedOEbby completing this work with our staff.

Main Street Beautification Group

The Public Works Department is working with locasidents who have recently formed a not-
for-profit organization named “Main Attraction”. h€ group’s goal is to further enhance the
beauty of Main Street with seasonal additions eighag flower baskets (spring/summer),
cornstalks (fall) and wreaths and garland (wint@ur Department will assist the group with the
assembling and installation of the decorationse @toup has already begun putting together the
flower baskets. They will be completed and reamhyhfanging in the next few weeks. The
watering of the flowers during the growing seasalhlve handled by the nonprofit group. Main
Attraction’s first fundraiser will be held on Mayl2 A wine and beer tasting event will take
place from 6:00 — 9:00 p.m. at Bliss Wine and Gattshe corner of Main Street and Mill Street.

Pothole Patching

During this period, pothole patching was compldtedughout the Village. Areas on Thomas
Court, Oak Ave., Hammond Ave., North Avenue, LakesBlvd., Garland Road, and the
Library Hill Subdivision were addressed. Crewsdisne ton of coldpatch to complete the
work.

Reuse-a-Shoe
The United Partnership of Wauconda continued itEgdgation in the Nike Reuse-A-Shoe
program. For the second year, the Partnershipatelll old or unwanted athletic shoes donated

by local residents. The Public Works Departmenitest the shoes and was proud to deliver
them (in two trucks) to the central drop-off steMernon Hills. 3,484 shoes were collected by
the group which will be turned into ‘Nike Grind’ tnake new playgrounds, tracks and athletic
surfaces. Before the shoes can be made intowheederial for the sports surfaces, all metal
elements (eyelets, grommets, decorations, zipp&rg,must be removed from the shoes. Mark
Knigge completes this time consuming task. In aoldito the ‘Nike Grind’ produced, 272 pairs
of new or near-new shoes were donated to localtesathrough the program.

Street Sweeping/Vactor Truck Activity
During this reporting period, street sweeping ammid in the Village. The vactor was used to
clean sanitary sewer line within the Lake View ¥jlLarkdale, and Country Ridge Subdivisions.
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Water Division

Spring Water Main Flushing

The entire water system, 69 miles of water mairg fished by April 28, within two weeks of
starting the project. Over 1.7 million gallonsvzditer was used to scour the pipes and remove
buildup in the mains.

Lake Shore & Ridge Main Valve Repair

On April 22" a leaking water main valve located at Lakeshdve Band Ridge Avenue was
excavated. We determined that we could repaivéiee without taking it out of service, thus
realizing a substantial savings over doing a cotepieplacement. The make and model was
determined and parts needed to make the repaimaoeder.

Water Reclamation Division

Durlng this reporting period:
On 4-14, Reclamation Division staff assisted theaMBivision by digging, cleaning out
and/or repositioning main valves and hydrants abua locations within the Village.
On 4-15, Wunderlic Malec worked on flow totals foe Landfill SCADA site.
On 4-21, stream sampling was completed at varaatibns along Fiddle Creek. This
meets the requirements of the IEPA.
Replaced two UV lamps. Bulbs have an estimate@D0Zour run life expectancy. These
bulbs had been in use for more than 15,000 hours.
Staff fertilized the facility grounds and trimmedshes and trees.
Logged grease inspections. A total of 155 inspastivere logged.
Completed two weekly safety discussions. Topickided hearing protection and safe
procedures for lifting.
Completed weekly and monthly preventative mainteaawhich includes exercising,
lubricating, and checking of equipment. It alsduded oil changes on various equipment.

Lake Level
