Public Works

Storm Damage

Severe storms swept through the
area during the afternoon and
evening on Friday, June ‘18

trees fell and five utility poles
broke and came down in the
strong winds. Large limbs and
branches fell throughout town.
Because of the wide spread
damage, the Department
conducted an emergency
residential brush pick up
program. For three days
(Tuesday, Wednesdag/ and
Thursday, June 2224")
Department personnel performed
the clean up collecting 393 brush
piles.

Local Response Requested to Antioch Under IPWMAN Agement

While the Village of Wauconda was greatly affedbgcthe June 18storms, the Village of Antioch
experienced even greater damage. Antioch Publik§vdepartment crews were completely
overwhelmed by fallen trees and branches. Our mpeat was called to assist theirs in clearing the
debris. A two man crew was sent to assist foretlila@ys — joining the Villages of Fox Lake, Munde]ei
Libertyville and Ela Township with the clean up.

Bangs Lake Weed Harvesting

Aquatic weed harvesting continued on Bangs Laka. tlie safety of the operator, during high windg an
rain events, the harvester does not go out oraftee IFrom June fo- 28" 51 man hours were spent
removing 82 cubic yards of weeds from the lake.
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Arborist Activity
Tree pruning was performed for safety and elevatidhe Saddlewood, Oak Grove and Orchard
Hills Subdivisions. In all, 541 trees were prunegtulting in 3.75 loads of chips.

Street Sweeping

Street sweeping was performed throughout the \&liaghe Larkdale, Country Ridge, Liberty
Lakes and Hubbard’s Woods areas. Over forty mamsheere devoted to sweeping to help
keep the storm drains and underground drainagermysiear.

The 50 horsepower high service pump motor at Weild had failed in May due to burnt out electrical
windings was reinstalled on Jun® 9The pump was rewound by Krug Electric and iskbacservice.

Booster Station Antenna Replacement
On June 18 strong storms passed through the area. Durinbitfrewinds, a tree fell and damaged the

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Hydrant Repairs

During this reporting period, two leaking fire hpdits were repaired. The minor leaks were identifie
March during the leak detection survey, but budyetanstraints dictated that we wait until the new
fiscal year to address them. These two repairsved disassembly of the hydrant valve by remoirey
hydrant head and replacing a brass valve seat@gtaf over $300 each. Theses hydrants were still
operable, but losing water at a low rate of fl§im support of Strategic Goal D.)

Water Service Repair

On June 28, water division personnel excavated and repaired a
leaking water service valve at 117 W. Bangs Ste @&kcavation
was completed with assistance from the vactor truck

Main Valve Evaluations

27 water main valves located in areas of the neases of road
reconstruction were exercised and evaluated ddnisgoeriod.
Two of these valves have been identified for repad one valve
has been identified for replacement as it doecowipletely shut
down. All three are on Osage Street near the WadecGrade
School and are scheduled for repair or replacetherirst full
week of July. This work is being scheduled quickdythat it can
be completed before paving of the roadway begins.

Water Reclamation Division
The following items were completed during this nejmg period:
On 6-9, four samples were collected at varioustioea within the Village
for the industrial local limits study. These temts required to be run for one Old solid waste pump
year after the completion of the reclamation faceixpansion.
On 6-9, and 6-16 stream sampling was conducter pomits along Fiddle
Creek.
On 6-10 & 6-11, staff set and collected a compasitapler at Liberty Arms.
On 6-17, annual maintenance was performed on ttieipayenerator.
Maintenance was completed by Steiner Electricin&teecommended
replacing both batteries on the control wiring jomi$ of the generator.
Batteries were replaced.
On 6-22, Berryman Equipment was called on siteptace inlet and outlet bearings on
Hoffman Blower #1. Berryman conducted vibratiostéea month ago and found blower to
be outside the allowable vibration limits. Reptacthe bearings will prevent damage to
blower.
On 6-24, isolated and removed Primary Clarifier&#8! from service. The drive on the
long flights is damaged and is in need of replacgmBrive is over twenty five years old. A
new drive has been ordered and is expected toliverdd in 5-7 weeks.
On 6-25, replaced solid waste pump in basemerdrdfa building. Also replaced float
switches on both solid waste pumps. Pump was psechfrom Krug Electric.
On 6-28, replaced worn actuator bellow on US Fdterd filter. The bellow fills with air and
compresses to seal the
Replacement Bellow
Old Bellow backwash pump to the
underdrain system.
Without the bellow, the
filter will not backwash
properly. The filter was
out of service for a week
and is now back online.
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Replaced one UV lamp during monitoring period.
Complete weekly and monthly preventative mainteegackage. This includes exercising,
lubricating, and checking of equipment.

Environmental Quality

Wauconda Sand and Gravel Landfill-NPL Site

meeting in August.

Industrial Pretreatment Program
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Director Soccorso met with Water Reclamation Diuisstaff at the first of weekly pretreatment
meetings designed to complete the transfer of gatrent duties to this division. Local limits
wastewater sampling and stream sampling continAesastewater sample was collected from
the Liberty Arms housing complex. (In support tfaegic Goal D.)

Fats Oils and Grease Inspections

During the reporting period, 12 grease intercepgoesse traps were inspected. These
inspections help to ensure that food service tasliare not discharging excess amounts of
grease to the sanitary sewer collection systemsypport of Strategic Goal D.)

Lake Level

During the reporting period, the water level of thike increased from + 7.00 inches to +8.00
inches, and then fell to its current level of +6iB€hes. The amount of rain that fell during the
reporting period was 6.43 inches. The lake andBtioberg Marsh culvert will continue to be
monitored closely to ensure the outlets remaindaakied and water exits freely, to reduce the
likelihood of flooding.
